A regular scheduled meeting of the Trenton City Council was called to order by Mayor Tony Burriss.   The invocation was given by Alderman Gibson.  Mayor Burriss welcomed all in attendance and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Those present for the meeting were elected officials, Alderman Abbott, Cannon, Gibson, Hammonds, Jackson, and Overall.  City employees present were Sammy Dickey, Will Sanders, Barry Green, Terry Bailey, Ricky Bailey, Terry Brown, Jenny Corbin, Bret Fisher, and Richard Gossum.  

A motion was made by Alderman Jackson to approve the minutes of the June 22nd meeting.  Alderman Hammonds seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.

Alderman Cannon made a motion to approve the June 30th meeting.  Alderman Overall seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.
SAMMY DICKEY / CITY RECORDER

City Recorder, Sammy Dickey, reported to council the 10th of the month bills.  They were General Fund $46, 473.50, Sanitation $15,562.73, Electric Department $657,393, and Water and Sewer $169,751.81.  Alderman Jackson made a motion to pay the 10th of the month bills.  Alderman Hammonds seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.
RESOLUTION #2010-R-5
Alderman Cannon made a motion to allow the Fire Department to apply for the Safety Partner’s grant.  It is a 50 / 50 grant with a $1500 match.  Alderman Hammonds seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.

RESOLUTION #2010-R-6

Alderman Gibson made a motion to accept a $615,000 USDA Rural Development loan for Trenton Light and Water to be used to make water tank renovations.  Alderman Abbott seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.
ENERGY EFFICIENT SCHOOL INITIATIVE UPDATE

At the June 22nd meeting, request from Trenton Special School District Director Sandra Harper for the city to sign off on a State Energy Efficient Schools Initiative loan agreement for the UVHC at the high school was delayed.  At that meeting, Director Harper informed council that the district is getting $30,516 in free money, for the work and another $91,000 can be applied for a 3% with a five – year payback.  A $500,000, zero percent loan with a seven year payback is available, but would require a local government entity to sign off on it.  Since the last meeting, Director Harper has learned that the private act that established the special school district say TSSD is a governmental entity, thus allowing the district to apply for the energy grant on their own, without the city obligation.  
Director Harper expressed thanks for the city’s consideration on this matter from the beginning.  “In talking with our financial advisor, our general obligation bond issue of 17 years is too long a time to ask you to obligate yourselves and the district will not be asking you to do this,” she said.  
SALE OF CITY PARKING LOT

Mayor Burriss stated that Bob Wilson is interested in buying two city parking lots.  One appeared on the corner of Church and Huntingdon streets, the other is located on Huntingdon and Brownsville streets.  He offered to purchase one lot for $18,000, with a $6000 down payment and the rest over a 12- month period, with no closing cost.  For the other lot he offered $9000 cash.  Mr. Wilson stated that he is trying to revitalize Trenton and he has an interest in these two parcels, working into his overall plan.  A motion was made by Alderman Gibson to allow the sell of the parking lots.  Alderman Cannon seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.  Alderman Overall voiced concern on the Church and Huntingdon streets lot from Carey Counseling.  Mr. Wilson agreed to allow Carey Counseling to continue parking buses and vans on the lot, temporarily, provided they sign a waiver that they are parking at their own risk.
RICKY BAILEY / BUILDING INSPECTOR

Ricky reported to council that bids will be opened on the 2nd round of the building razing, Friday, July 16th at 9:00 at City Hall.
WILL SANDERS / POLICE DEPARTMENT
Will informed council that he is still taking applications for a dispatcher and a police officer.  

BRET FISHER / TRENTON LIGHT AND WATER

Bret came before council to inform them that Stacy Rice has completed a water collection level II course and suggested the customary raise that goes with this.  Alderman Hammonds made a motion to allow the raise.  Alderman Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.
Bret suggested to council to re-adopt water rates so a loan can be acquired from Rural Development.  The rate must be approved before the $615,000 loan can be administered.  Alderman Cannon made a motion to re-adopt the water rate.  Alderman Hammonds seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all. 

Bret stated that the utility department does not have a specific plan in place for cut-off during periods of heat advisories.  Alderman Jackson made a motion not to cut off while a heat advisory is in place.  Alderman Hammonds seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.
OTHER BUSINESS

Mayor Burriss thanked Mr. Wilson for what he is doing for the city.

Mayor Burriss also thanked Sandra Harper for what she is doing in our school district.

Ron Ramsey will be at the Sale Barn on Thursday, July 21.  He will be at Baudo’s that night.  

With no other business, Alderman Cannon made a motion to adjourn at 6:06 p.m.  Alderman Abbott seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by all.
